"There is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom
all things came and through whom we live."



II. The Word Became Man - 1:14-18

Exodus 25:8 -

And let them make me a sanctuary, that I may dwell in
their midst.

Hebrews 1:1-2 -

Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke
to our fathers by the prophets, but in these last days
he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed
the heir of all things, through whom also he created
the world.

IV. The Word is the Lamb of God - 1:29

Isaiah 53:7, 10 -

“He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he
opened not his mouth; like a lamb that is led to the
slaughter, and like a sheep that before its shearers is
silent, so he opened not his mouth...It was the will of
the LORD to crush him; he has put him to grief; when
his soul makes an offering for guilt.”

IV. The Word is the Lamb of God - 1:29

Zechariah 12:10-
“They will look on Me whom they have pierced;”

Zechariah 13:1 -

“On that day a Fountain shall be opened for the house
of David and the inhabitants of Jerusalem, to cleanse
them from sin and uncleanness.”



V. The Word is the Messiah - 1:30-42

Isaiah 61:1 -

“The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me, because the
LORD has anointed me to bring good news to the
poor; he has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to

proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the
prison to those who are bound.”



VI. The Word is the Promised One - 1:43-46

Luke 24:27, 44 -

Beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he
interpreted to them in all the Scriptures the things
concerning himself...Then he said to them, “These are
my words that I spoke to you while I was still with
you, that everything written about me in the Law of
Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms must be
fulfilled.”



VII. The Word is the Son of God - 1:46-49

Ps. 2:6-8 -

“As for me, I have set my King on Zion, my holy hill.” I
will tell of the decree: The LORD said to me, “You are
my Son; today I have begotten you. Ask of me, and I

will make the nations your heritage, and the ends of
the earth your possession.



VIII. The Word is the Reconciler - 1:50-51

Dan. 7:13-14 -

“I saw in the night visions, and behold, with the clouds
of heaven there came one like a son of man, and he
came to the Ancient of Days and was presented before
him. And to him was given dominion and glory and a
kingdom, that all peoples, nations, and languages
should serve him; his dominion is an everlasting
dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom
one that shall not be destroyed.”



VIII. The Word is the Reconciler - 1:50-51

John 20:30-31 -

“Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of
the disciples, which are not written in this book; but
these are written so that you may believe that Jesus is
the Christ, the Son of God.”
